Step 1.  For each site’s meal service, you are


              required to take a point-of-service meal count for each meal type, each day. 





Step 2. At the end of each reporting month, add 


             all the totals of all the meals served by meal type per site.


	


Step 3. Take the meal count with the highest total for the month and divide it by the total number of operating days.  When you get the answer round up to the nearest whole number and that is your ADP for that site.




















If you use attendance records








Step 1. At the end of each reporting month, add 


             all the totals number of participants from


             your attendance records for each site.


	


Step 2. Take the total # of attendance for the


             month and divide it by the total


             number of operating days.  When you


             get the answer, round up to the nearest


             whole number and that is your ADP for that site.








 Calculation:	Total Lunch Meals = 695 divided by 20 days served.  Therefore, the ADP = 34.75


Round up to the nearest whole number so the ADP 34.75 = 35
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
