Practice with your child using
words and actions to show respect
and caring for others by giving
compliments, heartfelt smiles,
holding the door for others and
saying please and thank you.

Model sharing with your child.
Play with your child and say, “Now
it’s my turn to play with the toy
and then it will be your turn.”

Talk with your child about her
emotions. Encourage your child to
draw a happy, sad, and angry face

on paper plates and discuss what
she can do to communicate each
emotion.

Create routines for your child to
practice independence by allowing
him to help make the bed, clear
the table after dinner, and help
pick up toys. Praise your child for
helping and let your child know
you appreciate the help.

Ask your child to draw a picture of
the best part of her day. Ask her to
tell you why this was the best part
of her day? Write your child’s
response on the drawing to model
writing for your child.
